MAG: (Juniors minimum 15 years - 18 years) (Seniors minimum 18 years, 
no maximum age limit.) 
NFs must declare whether their 18 year old gymnasts will compete as junior or senior 
Prior to their first competition for the year concerned. 
WAG: (Juniors Minimum 14 years – 15 years) (Seniors minimum 16 years, no 
maximum age limit.) 
All gymnasts must have a valid FIG licence until the end of the Event. 

 
All Federations are entitled to participate with a team of 3-5 gymnasts or with a 
maximum of 2 individuals. For teams: 5 gymnasts, 4 compete on each apparatus, 
best 3 scores are counted per team. 

JUDGES AND JURIES Each federation may bring up to 3 judges per discipline. 
All judges must have a current valid FIG brevet for their function at the time of 
the event, in the respective discipline.  
All judges must be minimum Cat III, those Continental championships are 
considered as Group 2 competitions. 
Any Cat IV judges registered can only be used as Judges’ Assistants (Time or Line 
Judges).

COMPETITION ENTRY FEE: 
 
The invited participating federations must pay entry fee at the time of the Definitive 
registration which is 10 March 2022, as follows: 
 

• Participation with only one (1) gymnast in a discipline: USD 50 (per discipline) 

• Participation with more than one gymnast in a discipline: USD 150 (per discipline, 
flat fee for the team)

MEDICAL SERVICES A medical service will be available throughout the period of the championships. 
During these championships an anti-doping control will be carried out in accordance 
with international standard. 

COVID 19 Besides the medical guidelines for the particular event, FIG also requires all the 
participants to follow the standard precautions. 
The FIG requires all participants, judges and officials to take standard precautionary 
measures, such as frequent hand-washing, wearing masks or face coverings at all 
times and keeping a physical distance of at least 1.5 metres whenever possible. 
The only situation in which the safety distance does not have to be respected is when 
a coach provides assistance (catch, lead, spotting) during an athlete’s performance. 
This phase must be kept as short as possible and the assisting person is obliged to 
wear a mask throughout. 
Gymnasts do not need to wear a mask or face covering while they are performing at 
the training venue or on the FOP and keeping a physical distance of at least 1.5 
metres whenever possible. 
A medical Guide specific for the event will be distributed one month before the 
event regarding to standard changes by health authorities in Egypt at the time 
of the event. 

VISA Please verify immediately with your travel agent or the Egyptian Embassy or 
Consulate in your country if a visa is required for your travel to Egypt. The LOC will be 
happy to assist each Delegation member with an official invitation letter, provided that 
the request is made before 05 May 2022.  
The request must include the function, full name, gender, date of birth, citizenship and 
passport number, passport expiry date, the arrival and departure dates of the 
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Delegation Member as well as the city the visa application support letter must be sent 
to.  

INSURANCE The Host Federation, the LOC and the FIG will not be held responsible for any liabilities 
in case of accidents, illness (including COVID-19), repatriation and the like.  
The FIG Technical Regulations foresee that all participating Federations are 
responsible for making their own arrangements to have the necessary valid insurance 
coverage against illness, accidents and repatriation for all the members of their 
Delegation.  
Basic insurance (sickness, accident and repatriation) in your country of residence is 
compulsory in order to be able to benefit from coverage by FIG IMSSA subsidiary 
insurance. Please also refer to https://www.gymnastics.sport/site/pages/medical-
insurance.php for additional information regarding the FIG IMSSA insurance for 
Athletes and Judges. The LOC will verify the insurance coverage upon arrival of the 
delegation members (e.g. cover note or photocopy of the valid policy). The insurance 
must be valid at least starting from the arrival day of the delegation and must last for 
the delegations’ entire stay. 
The LOC will subsequently offer insurance at the Federations own charge as 
Follows: 50 euro per person/day. 

INTERNATIONAL 
TRANSPORTATION 

The invited participating federations must pay for the travel costs of their delegation 
members. 
The Travel Schedule Form must be returned to the LOC by 05 June 2022.
