The team’s qualification is obtained by the sum of the 8 highest scores earned 
by the team’s gymnasts. 
 
B. Individual Competition  
INDIVIDUAL MULTIPLE CONTEST 
The program is formed by four exercises for the JUNIOR, utilizing respectively 
for the corresponding apparatus. The qualification is earned by and four 
exercises for the JUNIOR. The champion will be proclaimed, if the gymnast 
gets four exercises in JUNIOR.  

 
INDIVIDUAL APPARATUS FINAL 
The best 8 gymnasts (Max 2 per country) of the qualification on each program’s 
apparatus will be designed to participate on each of individual’s apparatus 
finals. The champion would be proclaimed if the gymnast gets the highest score 
on each apparatus. 
Note: It would be determined if there are or not apparatus final son each 
category, according to the number of gymnasts inscribed on each category.  
 
PAIRS AND TEAMS 
Pairs 
A. Qualifications and General Competition 
Each country will participate with two pairs in each category. The country will 
proclaim champion if gets the highest score in the sum of the obtained scores 
in the two exercises. The two pairs must be different, by all means, don’t 
present the same exercise or have to be composed by the same gymnasts. 
The clubs that want to participate in a par, will have only to classify to the 
apparatus finals. 
B. Apparatus finals 
The 8 best pairs (Max 1 per country) of qualifications are designed to participate 
in the apparatus finals. The group that gets the highest score on each 
apparatus will be announced champion. 
 
Group exercises  
 
A. Qualifications (General Competition) 

• 2 executed exercises for 5 gymnasts competing in group. 
B. Apparatus Finals 

• 2 exercises with 1 only type of apparatus. 
A. QUALIFICATIONS AND GENERAL CONTEST 
The participant countries in the Contest will have to present two different 
exercises. Can register 5 or 6 gymnasts as maximum for the complete program 
of the group exercise (2 qualifications and 2 finals). If they present 6 gymnasts, 
each one of the 6 must execute at least one exercise. The group exercises 
must be executed by 5 gymnasts. If one of the gymnasts doesn’t participate in 
none of the exercises, the group will be disqualified.  



Directives 5 / 8 

In the case of 6 gymnasts, the composition of the two exercises must be 
declared in the moment of the nominative inscription. The identity of each 
gymnast will be identified in the competition area. The group exercises must 
do by 5 gymnasts. A group made by a different number of gymnasts, will not 
be allowed. The music of the different exercises must be different or similar. 
The group that gets the highest note from the sum of the obtained scores in the 
two exercises will be proclaimed champion.  
B. FINALS WITH ONE TYPE OF APPARATUS/WITH TWO TYPES OF 

APPARATUS. 
The 8 first groups of the general competition on each type of apparatus are 
qualified to the final.
